ORDINANCE NO. 2011-07-20
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROLLINGWOOD, TEXAS, AMENDING SECTION 8.06.012 OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO DISEASED TREE AND NUISANCE TREES; PROVIDING A REPEALING, SAVINGS AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROLLINGWOOD, TEXAS, THAT:

Section 1.
  Section 8.06.012(a) of the City’s Code of Ordinances is hereby repealed and replaced with the following:

Any person engaged in the business of tree maintenance by pruning, trimming or removing of trees in the city, must be certified and insured, and shall secure an annual permit to do so, from the city administrator or official.  This permit is in addition to all other business licenses required by the Code of Ordinance of the city.

Section 2.
  All provisions of the ordinances of the City of Rollingwood in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict, and all other provisions of the ordinances of the City of Rollingwood not in conflict with the provision of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 3.  Should any sentence, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase or section of this ordinance be adjudged or held to be unconstitutional, illegal or invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of this ordinance as a whole, or any part or provision thereof other than the part so decided to be invalid, illegal or unconstitutional, and shall not affect the validity of the Code of Ordinances as a whole.
Section 4.  This Ordinance shall become effective on the date it is passed and approved by the City Council, and notice of this Ordinance is published as required by applicable law.
