A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF ROLLINGWOOD AMENDING THE BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2009 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2010 PURSUANT TO SECTION 102.009(c), LOCAL GOVERNMENT CODE, FINDING THAT A GRAVE PUBLIC NECESSITY EXISTS; IDENTIFYING SUCH GRAVE PUBLIC NECESSITY; AUTHORIZING AN EMERGENCY EXPENDITURE; AND DIRECTING THE CITY SECRETARY TO ATTACH A COPY OF THIS RESOLUTION TO RESOLUTION NO. 2009-09-28 (A) WHEREBY THE ORIGINAL BUDGET WAS ADOPTED, AND TO FILE A COPY OF THE AMENDMENT WITH THE COUNTY CLERK OF TRAVIS COUNTY

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Rollingwood, Texas adopted the annual municipal budget for the Fiscal Year beginning October 1, 2009 and ending September 30, 2010 by Resolution No. 2009-09-28 (A), dated September 28,  2009; and
WHEREAS, a grave public necessity has arisen that was unforeseen at the time of the adoption of the budget, and which necessitates an emergency expenditure of an amount of funds that was not included in said budget; and

WHEREAS, amendment of an original municipal budget to authorize an emergency expenditure in the case of a grave public necessity is authorized by Section 102.009(b), Texas Local Government Code; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Rollingwood is of the opinion that amending the budget and authorizing an emergency expenditure is in the best interests of the City;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROLLINGWOOD, that:

The foregoing recitals are hereby adopted as statements of legislative intent of the City Council and incorporated herein for all purposes.

The following is found by the City Council to constitute a grave public necessity: 
While attempting to locate a tap for a connection to the city sewer, it was discovered that a significant amount of oil had been dumped into the sewer.  Because the event took place in an environmentally sensitive area (near a creek and over the Edwards Aquifer), the City initiated an investigation and cleanup.  The Travis county Sheriff’s Department ultimately closed the investigation with a finding that, of the three businesses whose activities involve oil products, the guilty business could not be determined.  The City therefore has to fund the cleanup with no recovery of expenses incurred.  
Such grave public necessity is an unusual and unforeseen condition that requires an emergency expenditure that could not have been included in the original budget for the Fiscal Year beginning October 1, 2009 and ending September 30, 2010 through the use of reasonably diligent thought and attention.

The budget for such Fiscal Year is hereby amended as follows: 
Move $23,510.00 from account 800/3010 – Wastewater Reserve (Retained Earnings) to account 800/5166/60 – Wastewater Maintenance and Repairs. 
The City Secretary is directed to attach a copy of this resolution to Resolution No. 2009-09-28 (A), whereby the original budget for the Fiscal Year was adopted, and further, to file a true copy of this resolution with the county clerk of Travis County, as required by Section 102.009, Local Government Code.
